On October 8, 2005 a devastating earthquake of 7.8 magnitude hit the Northern part of North West Frontier Province of Pakistan and Azad Jummu and Kashmir. The death toll in the earthquake was approximately more than 73,000, which includes men, women and children. Almost 90% of the infrastructures in District Mansehra, Battagarm and Abbottabad were fully damaged.   


This massive earthquake left the victims with a greater change in life but also led a purely developmental organization into relief / rescue activities in such a large scale. 
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
